Southermn Pacific cabioose mumber 1886
is silting on 3 siding in Guadalupe
waiting to return to San Luis Obispo
to be part of a living display @t the
San Luig Obispo Railroad Museum,

Cabonse 1886 was bult n June 1972,
and was last used by the Soithern
Pacific on the Lompoc Brunch for local
service. The rust-red bay wmdow
caboose was retired November 15,
1945

The caboose was purchised in
January, 1996, trom Progiess Rail
Services Company of Albertville, Alg-
bama, using proveeds from the 1994
San Luis Obispa Radmad Centenmal
Steam Train and donations from San
Luis Southern Live Steamers and Karl
Hovanitz. Transportation to San Lus
Obhispo was donated by Southern Pa-
cific and arranged by Jimmy Mclntvre.
The purchase price was 10} cents pet
pound, which worked out to 54000 {or
the 40,000 pound rallear. The caboose
5 currently owned by the San Luis
Obispo  County  Historical Society,
which is holding it until a display site
is ready.
